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This week we come to the conclusion of our series

on our BAC Vision Plan. This value we are
looking at is Multiplied Harvesting. The three items of fruitful-
ness in our vision plan are: “The fruit of a growing congreg-
ation that meets in multiple services; a multi-purp ose facility
in a highly visible location; and daughter churches planted
in neighbouring areas.”  Our discussion focuses on outreach
and evangelism. Multiple worship services, new buildings and
church plants are simply ways of facilitating growth that comes
from outreach. The real issue is: are we harvesting abundant
fruit by sharing the gospel with others to win them to Christ?

To start the conversation, share with the group how you were
won to Christ. Was it early or later in life? Through your family,
a friend, a church outreach or some other influence? How has
the way you were won to Christ affected your approach to
reaching out to others? Do you actively participate in reaching
out, or is this an area you recognize needs improvement?

Have one of the group pray to commit this time to the Lord.
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1. Read John 4:1-30. What did Jesus see in the
Samaritan woman that the disciples didn’t see?
What boundaries was Jesus breaking to speak to her and
introduce Himself to her? How would the disciples have
viewed her? Read 4:31-42. What was Jesus’ perspective of
the Samaritan town she was from? What is your perspective

of Burlington and Halton? Do you think you see this city and
your neighbourhood the way Jesus does?

2. Read Acts 18:9-11. Why would the Apostle Paul be afraid to
speak about Jesus Christ in Corinth? How does the Lord
calm his fears and motivate him to keep sharing the gospel?
What does He mean when He says, “I have many people in
this city”? Do you believe there are many people in our city
God is going to draw to Himself? Do you believe He wants to
use you and our BAC family? Why or why not?

3. Read Paul’s explanation of the process of harvesting in
1 Corinthians 3:5-9. What are the incentives for planting and
harvesting mentioned. Who is it that determines the growth?
Does knowing that relieve you of your responsibility or fears?

4. What need do you think there is for preparing to share our
faith? Do we need training, or is this just something everyone
should do naturally? How have you prepared (or not
prepared) to speak? What has been the fruit of that?

5. Read 1 Corinthians 9:19-24. What do you think made Paul
so passionate about winning lost people to Jesus Christ?
What did he do to turn his passion into productivity? Do you
share his passion? How has your passion been
demonstrated and what fruit have you seen?

6. Read John 15:1-16. Emphasize the places Jesus speaks
about the amount of fruit His followers are to bear. What is
our motivation to bear fruit? If we are not bearing fruit, what
does that indicate?
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On a scale of “0 to 5", where are you in terms of
/ interest and participation in the harvest? What
factors do you think are the keys to why you are
|nv0Ived or not? If you see a need to change, what
do you need to make the changes? Share as a group how you
collectively might become more evangelistic. Are there practical
things you could begin now?
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Pray that God would give you, your group and our BAC
family His perspective of the harvest around us. Pray that
He will guide us in implementing the vision in His time
through His provision. Pray that you will be strong participants in

it's fulfillment. Pray for the lost in Burlington and Halton.
